Lisa Oppenheim (born in 1975 in New York, where she lives and works) has recently had solo 

shows at the Hamburger Kunstverein (Forever is Composed of Nows, 2014), at the Grazer 

Kunstverein (From Abigail to Jacob (Works 2004ï2014), 2014) and at the Gºttingen Kunstverein 

(Everyoneôs Camera, 2013). Her work has also been shown in many major exhibitions, 

including The New Photography at The Museum of Modern Art and the ICP Triennial 2013 at the 

International Center of Photography, in New York, both in 2013. In 2015, she will take part in two 

important shows, one at the Guggenheim Museum in New York, the other at the J. Paul Getty 

Museum in Los Angeles. In October 2014, she was awarded two major international photographic 

prizes, the Aimia | AGO Photography, Ontario, Canada, and the Shpilman International Prize for 

Excellence in Photography, Jerusalem, Israel.
